	When I read I know it must make sense
	
	I can hear words with blends and find them on a list
	
	I can now blend two consonants: e.g.

Tr, fl, sh, cr, cl, 
	
	I use the sounds I know to read words that are new to me
	
	I can read all of the words from NLS AL1
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	I can work out what a word I know must be by looking at the whole sentence
	
	
	I use the right sounds when I read words with lots of consonants
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	I can work out what a new word must be by looking at the whole sentence
	
	
	I can also now read vowel sounds with more than one vowel:

Oo, ou, ai
	
	I use lots of ways to work out new words
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	I can now read out loud, changing my voice (not a flat voice) and using expression. I use punctuation to help me.
	
	
	I can find syllables in a word and split words into syllables
	
	
	I can read some of the words from NLS AL2
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	I read without pausing, changing my voice and using the punctuation
	
	I can recognise common prefixes and suffixes to work out what new words that have them mean
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	I can read on my own and use my knowledge to work out what a text means. I sometimes have to guess though.
	
	I can recognise what job each piece of punctuation does when I read out loud, including apostrophe
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	I can read on my own and do not skip over words or guess what they mean as much.


	
	I can explain how simple or complex sentences help the reader to understand better
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	I can now read lots of different texts fluently and accurately
	
	I often re-read sections or read ahead to look for clues
	
	I use subheadings, glossaries, index, contents etc to find things
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	I choose to read different types of text. I am fluent at these
	
	I work out what new words mean by the way they are used
	
	I can skim and scan texts to understand quickly what they are about
	
	I know where certain information that I need will be in a text. I can therefore find it quickly.
	
	I can explain how the order of words, use of punctuation or use of connectives all shape the meaning of a sentence
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	I can understand how to use familiar parts of words in “new words” to work out what they mean: e.g. disinterested, empowered, antibiotics
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	I am a fluent reader who uses punctuation as a clear instruction of how to read, how to use expression and how to use the pitch of my voice
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	I also now use connectives to show how to change my voice: e.g. however, nevertheless, consequently 
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
